In addition, he leads a successful food safety
program for Latin America that incudes teaching, research and training in Food Microbiology and Safety in
cooperation with various universities and government agencies. Alex has published 75 articles in peer-reviewed
journals, has authored or co-authored 10 book chapters and has published 2 books as editor.
